The composer Natalie Sleeth gifted the church with her beautiful           

HYMN OF PROMISE with the publishing of The United Methodist 

Hymnal in 1989. Composed during the terminal illness of her husband, 

Dr. Ronald Sleeth, the hymn beautifully illustrates why Easter is everlasting 

and why this is a more fitting inscription for Easter people:  

IN OUR END IS OUR BEGINNING; 

IN OUR TIME, INFINITY;  

IN OUR DOUBT THERE IS BELIEVEING;  

IN OUR LIFE, ETERNITY.  

IN OUR DEATH, A RESURRECTION;  

AT THE LAST, A VICTORY,  

UNREVEALED UNTIL ITS SEASON, 

SOMETHING GOD ALONE CAN SEE.  

In the summer of 1990, I first heard the glorious hymn sung by a choir of 

children’s voices at Lake Junaluska as we celebrated that Easter is EVER-

LASTING. The hymn living in the voices of the children that beautiful 

summer day has never been forgotten and ever reminds me of the power 

and promise of Easter.
